The new owner, Grossman Company Properties (Sam Grossman of 

Santa Monica), closed the hotel last November 1st and claims to have rehired only 2 of the 

113 former workers.*  The company claims it will restore “100 years of tradition,” but how can 

Grossman pretend to do that without the workers—the real heart & soul of the hotel?  Please call the
