In 2010, the Israeli military attacked and seized a 

ship carrying humanitarian aide to Gaza.  Many 

solidarity activists on board the ship, which was 

part of a Freedom Flotilla, were killed and 

wounded.   

To protest that atrocity, solidarity activists in the 

Bay Area organized a community picket in protest 

which shut down work on an Israeli ship for a day. 

The action here in Oakland made international 

headlines and was a major story in the Israeli 

press. 

Our action at the Port of Oakland joined with other 

solidarity actions around the world which 

protested the Israeli attack and called for an end to 

the blockade of Gaza. 

The ship picketed in 2010 was of the Zim Line, 

which is Israeli.  The Zim Line docks at the Port of 

Oakland regularly. 
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
